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 Information about the Steiner Ranch meeté

bellamar. pdf. This may be a different facility than you have visited in the past so please be aware of the change. 

 Steiner Ranch has an eight lane pool so the meet should run very quickly, however they do have to complete the 

meet by 1:00PM. The pool is 8 lanes and deep enough at both ends for diving, so in water starts are not required.  This will 

be reviewed at the judges meeting before the start of the meet.  

 The parking lot directly in front of the pool will be available for our Stingray team. Please tell the parking atten-

dants that you are the Stingrays. Over flow parking will also be available. You may park along the street before reaching 

the pool, however you would be better served to proceed to the pool and be directed to alternatives if necessary. You may  

unload before parking if this is the case. Do not park on the traffic circle for any reason. 

 Set up tents in the field behind the tennis courts and the pool. Set up crews will be directed to the appropriate 

area.   Please ask for Dave Fionda or Larenia Schuller for assistance. Tents and chairs should not be set up on the tennis 

courts or basketball court.  

 Heat Sheets will be provided for officials, but will not be for sale. A combined heat sheet will be available on this 

site by late Friday afternoon and can be accessed at http://www.steiners tars.org/ meets/meets. htm - click on 

"Combined Heat Sheets". 

 Stingraysô warm up time will be from 6:45 to 7:15 while the first call for 5/6 swimmers to be at ready bench will 

be at 7:10.   Providing that the meet is on schedule and there are no concerns with completing on time, parent and coaches 

relays will be between events 45 and 46 which will also be the shift change.  

Please follow these rules: 

 Chairs and tents can not be setup on the basketball or ten-

nis courts. 

Noone is allowed access to the tennis course during the 

meets. 

 The two addition pools (toddler pool and recreational pool 

are off limits at all times.  

 Parking is not allowed on the parking circle located just 

beyond the entrance to the pool parking.   There is parking 

beyond the circle to which attendants will direct cars if 

necessary.
