     This year's Swim - a - Cross is going to benefit both the American Red Cross and a family in Round Rock 

needing financial help.   Please read below a note from Megan McCalmont about the  Tomlinson family.   

Megan thought it would be a great idea to help a family right here in  our community.   

     Ten years ago, Ryan Tomlinson was born with total intestinal Hirschsprung's Disease.   He is now a 

fourth grader at Great Oaks Elementary.   Ryan has undergone eight major  and eight  minor surgeries.   

Currently, Ryan has a port - a- cath for IV nutrition 6 nights a week, a gastrostomy tube, and a perma-

nent ileostomy because he had his entire colon removed in 2006.   Doctors at the Children's Hospital of 

Pittsburgh in Pennsylvania have recommended a life - saving small bowel transplant.   The cost of this 

transplant often exceeds $500,000.   Many small companies and businesses have begun raising money 

for this life - saving transplant and now the Stingrays can help too.  

        Please help Ryan receive this necessary operation.   Stingrays will be able to support Ryan and his family 

by swimming in the annual Swim -Across.   Half of what we earn will go to help make sure Ryan gets his trans-

plant.    So, get out there Stingrays and collect those pledges!!
